Code of Conduct for Students 

All students of the College are required to maintain discipline in and around the college. The College 
Authority will take disciplinary action against students who disobey college rules and regulations. For 
smooth running of the college, the Principal and the “Proctorial Board” ensure discipline is maintained in 
the campus as pre the code of conduct outlined. 

• Student must abide by all the rules and regulations of the college. 

• Students must to adhere to the timetable for attending lectures/ practicals and other extracurricular 
activities. 

• The University rules of minimum attendance have to be followed. 

• The students must carry their Identity card inside the campus. 

• Use of Mobile phones during the lectures is strictly prohibited. Any violation of this will lead 

disciplinary action. 

• Students are expected to read notices/circulars displayed on the notice board regularly. 

• Student should behave with dignity and courtesy with teachers, non-teaching staff and fellow 

students. 

• Student should maintain harmony among students belonging to different socio-economic 

status, community, caste, religion or region. 

• Students must help to keep the campus neat and clean. Spitting, smoking and throwing paper 

in the premises should be avoided. 

• Students should not make unauthorized use of the college premises or items of property on 

the campus. 



• Students should not indulge in any kind of ragging or activities leading to harassment of any 

kind towards fellow students. 

• Students are advised to contact the Department- In-charge, Grievance Redressal Cell for 

redressal of their grievances.

• The students should not use unfair means in the college examinations and are punishable as 

per the rules of the affiliating society. 

Proctorial Board: Proctorial Board consists of one Chief Proctor and other Proctors, who are 

nominated by the principal from amongst the College Professors. Discipline Committee works under  

Proctorial Board. A Discipline Committee is constituted in the college every year. Discipline committee  

nominates prefects from amongst college students as  one Chief Prefect, Assistant Prefects and Prefects.
